TOPIC: Trip Planning? Plan the Gear, too!

So what have you been thinking about this wintee®elyou
been thinking about the gray skies, the rain, steetnow of
the season? And how about the freezing temper&turbsse
are not very cheerful thoughts for those of us vene not
winter sports enthusiasts. Some riders brightein thalook at
this time of year by planning for the coming ridisgason. A
few of us are deciding which motorcycling eventatiend this
spring and summer. Will it be the Americade rahlyupstate
New York? Maybe this year you are planning to att&ving

Ding? How about a vacation trip to an area withagreads to
ride or interesting geological attractions to séétatever your
destination, planning the route to take is an irtgrdrpart of
trip planning. However, don’t overlook the needpian the
gear you will need to take with you on each of ytnps.

Having the proper gear for the ride is an esseat@hent of a
successful trip.

So why not start with your most important safetar@elnspect
your helmet for wear and tear. How long has it bgiene you
bought your helmet? Does the outer shell have cloips
cracks? Has it sustained an impact while you wezaring it?
Has it been repeatedly dropped from your motorcygeat?
Realize that helmets are only designed to survive impact
while being worn. Also look at the chin strap. tifrayed from
many years of wear? These signs of damage indibateit
may be time to replace your helmet. Experts adeisenging
your helmet every 3 to 5 years for maximum protectiTime,
wear and ultraviolet rays will cause your helmetiaterials to
degrade resulting in reduced protection.

Are you planning a southern tour this summer? Hgwe
thought to check the weather for the area you farisit? Be
sure you know what the average high and low tentpers are
for the month of your visit. If you expect to encter hot
weather, this may be the time for you to start sivogp for a
mesh jacket if you don’t already own one. Thes&gts give
you the best abrasion protection (if needed) alavith
maximum ventilation. Good ventilation reduces your
discomfort in hot weather and can help prevent heg
exhaustion. Even though they have long sleevesnwioel
wear a mesh jacket the air flows around you alrassif you
are wearing nothing. And the synthetic materialgvjute
excellent abrasion resistance. With elbow, shouldet back
pads included, you get great protection for yoarners’ and
your back in case you go down.

Wise riders always wear long pants while riding. d¥idders
wear denim jeans. This is probably because theyaleady
part of everyone's wardrobe to begin with, and tlrerg
comfortable when you are not on the bike. They dwvipe
some resistance to abrasion, but not anywhere tiear
protection of leather or the synthetic gear. Did oow there
are also riding pants made from breathable mesteriak,
too? They bring all the benefits of being desigspdcifically

for motorcycling with extra protection at the knebips, and

—

legs in case of a spill at speed. The mesh mataiahklso help
keep you from getting uncomfortably hot. And thare gloves
manufactured with the same mesh materials to protear

hands as well. They provide you with a good grip tba

controls while keeping your hands fully covered ficeiximum

protection. They are durable and worth checkingfoutyour

comfort and protection.

Can you rely on your current rain gear? Does yaim gear
have leaky seams or rips? Do you need to put ajacket or
rain pants on the shopping list? Having good, cotafde gear
that fits you properly for all riding conditions Mallow you to
fix your attention on the ride and not on your pbgb
discomforts. This will also help ensure that yodl Wwave a
great trip. And knowing that you and your co-rideve the
protection you may need will give you peace of mekry
time you saddle up. Now, which route do we wartai@?

The following excerpt is taken from The Book of Duckpin Bowling, by Henry Fankhauser and Frank Micalizzi.

The sport of duckpins was born at the old Diamond Alleys on Howard Street in Baltimore, Maryland. Diamond Alleys was owned by a
couple of members of the old Baltimore Orioles minor league club -- Uncle Wilbert Robinson and John McGraw (you may remember
McGraw as manager of baseball's New York Giants in the early 1900's).

At the turn of the century, bowling leagues operated only during the winter months. In the summer, many centers closed down.
However, a few centers (including Diamond Alleys) remained open for open play during the spring and summer. Diamond Alleys had
some smaller six inch balls that were used for such off-the-wall games as cocked-hat (using only the 1, 7, and 10 pins) and five back
(using the 5, 7, 8, 9, and 10 pins).

During one of these matches, Frank Van Sant, the manager at Diamond Alleys, was drawn into a conversation about the small balls.
Someone suggested that a set of his old, battered tenpins could be made over into little pins to conform to the six inch ball. Several
days later, an old set was sent to John Dettmar, a wood-turner in Baltimore. About ten days later, Van Sant gathered all his regulars
and dumped the new little pins in front of them.

Within minutes, the little pins were set up on the tenpin spots and the first unofficial "small ball" game was underway. Only two balls
were used, as in tenpins, and score was kept in the same way. When Robinson and McGraw (whose other hobby was duck hunting)
saw the pins fly as the ball plowed into them, they remarked that the pins looked like a "flock of flying ducks." Bill Clarke, a sportswriter
for the Baltimore Morning Sun, wrote a story on the fascinating new game and christened them "duckpins."” The name has stuck ever
since.

What is duckpin bowling?

It's the same as tenpin bowling . . . only smaller. The balls weigh anywhere from 2-4 Ibs. and are a little bigger than a typical softball.
The pins are also smaller, about 2/3 the size of a regular tenpin. Duckpins can be found mostly on the East Coast of the U.S., and in
Argentina and the Philippines. A great game for kids and seniors, but everyone does it. Give it a try!

The game of duckpins is very similar to most types of bowling in its scoring. The only major difference between tenpins and duckpins is
that in duckpins you get THREE balls per turn. Everything else is the same...Let's recap:

Knock all pins down on 1st ball = STRIKE

Knock all pins down on two balls = SPARE

Knock all pins down on three balls = TEN

STRIKES count as 10 pins plus your first two balls from the next frame.
SPARES count as 10 pins plus your first ball from the next frame.

TENS count as just ten. That's it...you get no more.

So, a typical game might look something like this when scored on paper:

Keep in mind that ANYTHING over 100 is considered pretty good in duckpins. The game in the box score above is VERY GOOD
The top averages in duckpins are right around 140-150 and a perfect game has NEVER been done (the highest game is 279). [How
do they know?]
