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Rider Education: 
It’s time to brush up on riding skills as the warmer 
weather is upon us (well, it was until a week ago). Think 
about participating in a group parking lot practice or just 
doing one on your own.  Let’s reverse that order.  I’m 
going to go out on a parking lot on my own first and 
practice turns, and then I’m going to participate in an 
organized group parking lot practice. This involves 
practicing tight turns, various regular and emergency 
stops, weaving around cones, etc.  There is no test – it is 
just practice. Steve Rabau organized one for Chapter A 
two years ago, and several other chapters have 
organized them this year. If you are at Level I in the Rider 
Education program, a “sanctioned PLP” counts as a 
riding activity for advancing to Level II, or to substitute for 
a rider course in maintaining Level II, III or IV for one 
year, one time.  
 
Thirteen members of Chapter A are enrolled in the 
GWRRA Rider Education program.  It would be nice to 
involve more or all.  I can enroll you at our gatherings or 
any time.  I hope that everyone will sign up for at least 
Level I, which means making a commitment to be a safe 
rider. Who doesn’t want to be a safe rider? There is no 
cost for enrolling, only for patches & pins. If you would 
like patches or to go with your enrollment or 
advancement, this year the chapter will pay for those.
